Most students 
at one time or another throughout 
their high school career do it. 

Academics are the classes re­
quired or the electives one 
chooses. Many students don't re­
alize grades are very important for 
college acceptance. Students who 

are active in clubs or sports do not 
always make time to study or do 
those last few problems they 
didn 't have time to finish in class. 
It is their responsibility to find 
time . Students who are in the top 
10% of their class seem to have a 
rivalry against the students in 
their class. Mainly to fight to keep 
their grades as high as possible, so 
when graduation day is here they 
may be the valedictorian or salu­
tatorian of their senior class. 
Many students put their best foot 
forward to make the grade, while 
others aren't as academically in­
clined as they are socially. 
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If you enjoy working with dangerous chemicals , 
bunsen burners, glass test tubes, and rubber hoses, 
then the science lab is the place you should be.
